
Set-up by 4pm Friday • Break-down Sunday 6pm 
 
ARRIVAL TIMES: 

Thursday, May 7th (Oct 15th): 
Tell road check-in you are a VENDOR.  
Go to VENDOR CHECK-IN at Main Gate. 
Thursday, 12pm-6pm: Vendors arrive to set-up 
booths. 
LATE ARRIVAL: The Vendor Load-In Road (Gate 
4) will be inaccessible for unloading/parking for 
ANY arrivals after 6pm. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
 
New! Gates open to public Thursday at 4pm. 
Vendors are not expected to have booths open 
Thursday evening, but may benefit by being open 
for sales. Music starts in Eden Hall at 5:45. Dinner will 
be served - prices vary.  
 

Friday, May 8th (Oct 16th): 
Friday, 9am-3pm:  All vendors and assistants 
must stop at the Vendor check-in tent to 
register. Main Vendors must arrive at LEAF by 
3:00 pm on Friday. The Vendor Load-In Road 
(Gate 4) will be inaccessible for 
unloading/parking for ANY arrivals after 3pm. 
NO EXCEPTIONS. 
 
NOTE: Limited space is available for temporary parking. 
ONLY 1 VEHICLE will be allowed access to the unloading 
area per booth - NO assistant vehicles will have access 
to this area. All booth equipment must be toted to booth 
location from unload area. Bring adequate carts - LEAF 
only has 5 to share. NO parking at booth before OR after 
fest unless you are in Booth Areas near Kid’s Village. 
Some golf cart assistance is available and offered on a 
first-need basis for heavier items. If you have a wood 
frame booth or very heavy items, request a booth 
location close to the unload area. (see registration form) 
 
BREAK-DOWN: Music ends at 6pm Sunday. 
Vendors can choose to load-out Sunday 6-9pm, or 
Monday 10-1pm. Vendors must be completely 
vacated by 1pm Monday.  
 

BOOTH SPACES: LEAF expects a professional 
presentation from all vendors. Booth locations are 
assigned in advance by lottery and given upon 
check-in.  Security is on hand during LEAF but YOU 
are responsible for closing-up and securing your 
booth at night. No canopies larger than booth size 
will be allowed and participants may not display 
outside of the booth without on-site permission from 
the Vendor Director. ONE 10X10 canopy per booth 
space.  NO retail items may be sold. You may only 
sell mediums presented in your application.  
 
PETS: None allowed.  Inform your assistants!  
 
ASSISTANTS: Register at Vendor Check-In: Thurs 12-
9pm, Fri & Sat 9am-9pm, Sunday 9-noon. Exhibitors 
are allowed up to two deeply discounted assistant 
tickets (this includes partners, spouse, helpers) that 
include admission to the festival and tent camping. 
Assistant ticket deadline is 1 month prior to event! 
 If you register an alias name, then have assistants 
check-in under that alias name. 
 
ACCOMMODATIONS/PARKING: Vendors get 1 
free weekend parking space in Vendor Parking. 
Extra vehicles (partner/spouse, etc.) must park in lots 
on or off site for a $2 fee. Free options include: 
sleeping in your car in Vendor Parking, tent 
camping in the regular camping areas, OR have 
one small (8X8) tent directly behind your booth if 
space permits. Visit the LEAF website or call the LEAF 
office for cabin bed, RV, & vehicle camping reservations. 
 
VENDOR REGISTRATION: ALL Vendors are required 
to purchase their booth online by the 

Deadline of Feb. 28th to reserve your 
booth space for both festivals!

LEAF Vendor Frequently 
Asked Questions 
 
Q: Can I arrive to set-up or camp before Noon or after 
6pm on Thursday? 
A:  Main Artist Vendors MUST arrive between NOON and 6pm. 
Vendor Check-in will not be open before NOON. The Vendor 
unload area is accessible ONLY between NOON and 6.  After 
6pm, you may check-in but you will not be allowed access to 
the Vendor area to unload your booth, park, or camp. You will 
have to park and camp at the Main Gate until Friday morning 
when Vendor check-in opens at 9am. ASSISTANTS arriving 
separately can check in NOON - 9pm. Check-in Closes at 9pm 
SHARP - no exceptions!! 

Q: Will I be allowed to park at my booth site to unload?                                                                                                                                    
A: No, all booth items and gear must be carried over from the 
nearby Vendor Unload Area. You will be given 30 minutes to 
unload your gear, and then you must park in the Vendor 
Parking Lot or other lot and return to set-up your booth. Some 
Golf cart assistance is available to haul your gear. Be prepared 
to use hand trucks or Vendor Carts available at LEAF to borrow 
for unloading. (Booth Locations near Kid’s Village are 
accessible with your car – choose this area if you have a timber 
frame booth or other heavy equipment) 

Q: I heard that you have some Golf Carts available to 
help load my booth items to my booth space from the 
unload area - is this true? 
A: Yes, We do have some staff with golf carts helping unload 
vendors at the unload area BUT you cannot count on this. Some 
times are extremely busy and we may not have enough to help 
everyone - so bring your own hand carts!!  We also have a few 
hand carts available to share. 
 
Q: I have a business partner - do they have to pay the 
assistant fee if they are coming to LEAF? 
A: Yes, the booth fee includes the booth space fee and a 
weekend ticket plus camping for 1 artist. You have 2 discount 
assistant tickets available to purchase - which can be used for 
business partners, family, etc. Assistant tickets are only available 
in advance by sending in the order form by the deadline. 

Q: Can I sell someone else’s art or allow someone else to 
offer a service in my booth?                                                                                       
A: No, you can only sell art/craft/products that you hand make 
and were presented in your application. Anyone who sells retail 
items or other artists work will be asked to refrain immediately, 
and may not be considered to participate at future festivals. 
ONLY the Healing Arts Practitioners who were accepted in the 
application may offer services. 

Q: Can I camp behind my booth?                                                                                                                                                                       
A: Yes, but only a small amount of space is available in most 
areas – enough for a small 2 person tent (8X8). You may NOT 
have an extra canopy at your booth for camping or shelter – 
you will be charged an extra booth fee if you set-up more than 
one 10X10 canopy per space. If you do not have enough room 
to camp behind your booth, LEAF has many camping sites 
close by on the lake or in general camping areas. 

Q: Are there any theft problems at LEAF? 
A:  Theft at LEAF is rare, but it is a good policy is to be sure your 
booth is watched at all times. At night, you should close up the 

sides well. Many artists camp directly behind or in their booth. 
Meet your artist neighbors and help each other keep your 
booths secure. 
 
Q: Will any state tax inspections or permits be needed? 
A: No, You must keep your own records for tax purposes - no 
permits are required. 
 
Q: Is LEAF a good festival for kids? 
A: YES!! LEAF is well-known as being a family friendly festival. We 
have many events and activities for kids of all ages. LEAF also 
has a child care center which charges a low hourly fee. The 
Kids Village is located near the vendor area - which has kids 
activities all day. 
 
Q: Can I bring my RV? 
A: Yes, LEAF has RV camping - but no hook-ups. You will need to 
call the festival office ASAP to reserve an RV or car-camping 
space. LEAF also has lodge rooms and cabin bunks available. 
Call LEAF office for info, but remember, spaces do fill up quickly. 
 
Q: Do you have shower facilities? 
A: Yes, LEAF takes place at Camp Rockmont - a beautiful 600 
acre camp. There are 3 showerhouses with flushing toilets.  
Port-A-Johns are also located throughout the camping areas. 
 
Q: Can I have a campfire at my campsite? 
A: If there are no State-issued burn bans in place, then fires are 
allowed only if they are contained - no ground fires of any kind. 
LEAF has a family fire circle in the camping area. 

Q: Does LEAF have an ATM?                                                                                                                                                                           
A: Yes, we usually have 2 ATM’s Onsite! But be sure to bring 
adequate change with you! 

Q: Are Vendors and assistants allowed to stay overnight 
Sunday?                                                                                                                                                                          
A: Vendors will be allowed to stay overnight on Sunday. All 
vendors and patrons must be completely off The LEAF site by 
1pm on Monday without exception. AT NO TIME ARE VENDOR 
VEHICLES ALLOWED ACCESS ONTO THE FIELD. Violation of this 
rule could lead to indefinite expulsion from the festival as well a 
$50 fine. It is very important that we respect the rules that Camp 
Rockmont lays out in order for us to continue using the beautiful 
land that twice a year transforms into…THE LEAF.
